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to date) is within the time standard.

13. Defendant will notify plaintiff of each receipt of records from NARA, each receipt
ofresponses from agencies outside the Air Force, each receipt or transmittal (depending on
which measure is used in computing times) of responses from subject matter agencies within the
Adir Force, and any other events used to measure the timeliness of an action within five work days
of such event.

14. The Air Force will advise the Archive of any extraordinary circumstances that
make compliance with respect to a given request infeasible (e.g., the receipt by a single FOIA
office of multiple responses to voluminous requests within a short time frame). The parties will
then meet in good faith to determine whether to recommend to the Court that the time frame with
respect to the request involved be extended and to determine how any such change should impact
the calculation of average response times in § 7.

15, The Air Force shall file with the Court a written report on all requests subject to
this Order for which a determination has not been issued no later than August 30, 2006, and each
30 days thereafter until all such determinations have been issued. The report will identify the Air
Force office or offices responsible for any outstanding actions and will provide an estimate of
when each action will be completed.

16.  The Air Force shall notify all agencies to which it has or will refer any of the
Archive’s Requests that it is operating under Court Order to resolve each and every one of the

Archive’s Requests with immediacy of attention and results.
